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	INTRODUCTION
Bear River Zeolite Company (BRZ™) is a wholly owned subsidiary of United States Antimony Corporation (USAC) of Thompson Falls, Montana., traded on OTCB as “uamy.ob” ( web site: www.usantimony.com).

UNITED STATES ANTIMONY CORPORATION

United States Antimony Corporation has produced various antimony products since 1969. USAC originally mined antimony in Montana, but now mines antimony from its own properties in Mexico and receives other raw material from non-Chinese sources throughout the world. The Company is fully integrated, including mining, transportation, milling, smelting, and sales.  USAC operates the only significant antimony smelter in the United States.

The two USAC smelters are unique in that they process diverse raw materials, control certain objectionable metals, recover precious metals, and control particle sizes and mineralogic composition. Unlike other producers, USAC dedicates a production line to each different product to insure consistent quality. 

Besides  Antimony Oxide VF, MP, HT, LT, and Catalyst grade, the Company produces antimony metal, sodium antimonate, and a wide variety of antimony specialty compounds.  USAC has an ongoing research program for new antimony product development, including a geological department and a metallurgical development . The Company has focused on the supply of antimony raw materials, and has avoided competing with the consumer in compounding operations.

CORPORATE HIGHLIGHTS
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· USAC reported a profit of $805,213 on sales of $9,073,324 for 2010  compared to a loss of $343,492 on sales of $4,103,340 for 2009
· Revenue growth during 2010 was up 121% over that of 2009.
· Profitability would have been much greater during both years had it not been for Mexican exploration, start up, and impairment costs of $445,002 in 2010 and $211,944 in 2009.
· Total shareholder equity was $4,888,672 in 2010 an increase of 65 % from that of 2009 that was $2,963,231.
· Previous "antimony" sales revenues have included precious metals sales.
· In 2009 we sold 6,870.1 ounces of silver at prices of $11.29 to $14.35 per ounce and 31.79725 
ounces of gold for $858.69 to $949.38 per ounce. Total sales for the year were $53,059.49 after the 
smelter deducted 25% of the silver value and 40% of the gold value plus treatment charges.  
· In 2010 we sold 27,969.8 ounces of silver at prices of $17.79 to $28.40 per ounce and 96.69539 
ounces of gold at $1,117.96 to $1,356.40 per ounce. Total sales for the year were $483,306.84 after 
the smelter deducted 25% of the silver and 40% of the gold values plus treatment charges. 
· Major precious metal production will start in Q3 from Los Juarez. 
· USAC has proprietary technology and equipment to recover PM from antimony ores. Historically, the Chinese pay nothing for PM in antimony ores.
ANTIMONY DIVISION HIGHLIGHTS
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· Sales of antimony products for 2010 were (approximately) $5,657,369 up159% from $2,567,107 in 2009.

· The Antimony Division is vertically integrated including mining, milling, smelting, trucking and sales.

· USAC operates two smelters, one at Thompson Falls, Montana and one in Mexico.

· The Thompson Falls smelter is the only significant antimony smelter in the United States.

· Raw materials are supplied from two USAC mines in Mexico, other mines in Mexico, and from mines and plants in Europe, Peru, Australia, Central America, Canada, Australia, and other parts of the world.

· The price of antimony CIF U. S. Ports has increased steadily from 2002 at $1,940 per metric ton ($.88 per pound) to $18,077.72 per metric ton ($8.20 per pound) by the end of March 2011. It continues to go up at as high as $.825 per week.
· The Chinese produce and control 92% of the world market and their production is down and their consumption is up.
· USAC remains in a “sold out” condition.
· USAC is moving their Mexican flotation mill that should be in production by Q3 2011.
· The flotation mill will be one of the only antimony dedicated flotation mills in Mexico It will give USAC  to mine the Los Juarez silver and antimony deposit, Soyatal antimony deposit, and others and will result  increase production significantly.

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SALES & TONNAGE PER YEAR
· BRZ™ sales for 2010 were $2,415,955 up 57% from those of 2009 that were $1,536,233. 
 

· The tonnage sold in 2010 was 15,319 at an average sale price of $157.71 per ton compared to that  2009 that was 11,519 at an average sale price of $133.37. The tonnage was up 33% in 2010 and  the price was up 18%. 
 

· Gross profits for 2010 were $470,172 compared to those for 2009 that were $16,882, an increase of  2,685%.
 

· Some 2,500 metric tons were sold to the West Valley Demonstration Project ( U. S. Department of Energy) for nuclear remediation near Buffalo, New York.

ZEOLITE
 “Zeolite” refers to a group of minerals that are basically hydrated calcium potassium sodium aluminosilicates in which the water is held in cavities in the lattice.  The lattices are negatively charged and they loosely hold cations such as calcium, sodium, ammonium, and potassium and also water.  The zeolites are also referred to as “molecular sieves”, because the channel ways within the crystalline structure are extremely small and they can be used to separate large molecules from smaller molecules.

Bear River Zeolite Company is a wholly owned subsidiary of United States Antimony Corporation. The BRZ™ deposit is located in southeast Idaho, and it is convenient to two railroad lines and major interstate highways.

GEOLOGY
The deposit is a very thick sedimentary deposit of zeolitized volcanic ash that includes an 800 foot mountain. Zeolite can be sampled over a vertical extent of 800 feet and on more than 700 acres.  Despite the apparent huge size of the deposit, the Company claims no reserves. 
MINING
Mining is performed by stripping a small amount of overburden, drilling and blasting, loading on rock trucks, and hauling to the mill

MILLING
Crushing to produce coarser products is performed with a jaw crusher, cone crusher, hammer mill, VZI, and numerous screens. Finer products are produced with a Raymond roller mill. Blending, a variety of packaging, and warehousing are available to customers. .
